child at this age.
Each weekend will be full of innovative practice within the Handwork curriculum,
lead by experienced Handwork teachers who will guide participants’ 
understanding and development of practical skills. 
 
Participants will learn new skills, deepen existing areas of expertise and develop
ways of sharing these skills with others.
The course will include Knitting, Crochet, Embroidery, Woodwork,
Leather Work, Felting, Doll making, Natural dying and More.
